1. WHERE: Andrews Park Amphitheatre, 201 West Daws Street, Norman Ok 73069. 

2. WHEN: CHECK IN 11am at the Groovefest Table BEFORE you set up. NO EARLIER THAN 11 AM.   
The event begins at 12pm and ends at 10pm  

3. BRING lights and extension cords if you plan to stay after dark.  Sundown is expected at 7:30pm. There 
will be no electricity after 10 and  we must be out of the park by 11 pm. bring your own tables, trash 
containers, recycle containers, tents, chairs, lights, booth, paper weights, props or other items.
